Montmartre do their Saturday morning/afternoon groceries. 

With many little fruit shops, bakeries and coffee bars it turns 

the duties of the week into a free time pleasure.Although the 

street, close to Pigalle and the Sacré Coeur, gets its fair share 

of tourists during the day, it remains a place where 

authenticity can still be found.Try a baguette (or better, a 

ñtraditionò) from Coquelicot (nr 24) or take a coffee break at 

the counter of Le Village (Nr 36). You can also stroll down the 

descending street Rue Lepic (also very pleasant) and buy 

some extremely good French cheeses at nr 20.The large 

terraces of bars Le vrai Paris and Le Sancerre (Abbesses nrs 

35 and 33) are always busy.
