Look at the following (a) question answers... REMEMBER 
these are when you give DEFINITIONS to KEY WORDS .

You need to decide if the answer is:
GOOD = Full correct definition = 2 MARKS (full marks)

BAD = Incorrect definition = 0 MARKS
INBETWEEN = Partially correct definition = 1 MARK



The (a) questions and answers...
What is artificial insemination?

Using and artificial way to make a baby.

INBETWEEN =  1 marks ðcorrect = Injecting seamen into the uterus by artificial 
means.

What is an embryo?

A foetus in the womb

BAD = 0 mark ðcorrect = A fertilised egg in the first 8 weeks after conception.

What is infertility?

Not being able to have children.

GOOD = 2 marks

What In - vitro fertilisation?

The method of fertilising a human egg in a test -tube.

GOOD = 2 marks

What is surrogacy?

Having a child for someone else.

INBETWEEN = 1 Mark ðcorrect = An arrangement where a woman has a child on 
behalf of another woman.



Alphabet 
Edit

This involves reading aloud the 
letters of the alphabet from 
beginning to end and end to 
beginning.

Each letter is accompanied by 
an action ðl is a left arm 
raise, r is a right arm raise 
and t is both arms together.

Why do it?

Alphabet edit connects left and right brain, helps eye co -
ordination and improves visual, auditory and kinaesthetic ability.
