One Person dies in the UK each day because they 
cannot be matched up successfully with a 

donated organ.

FALSE ð3 people die each day

The UK has an opt -in donation system 

TRUE ðthough pressure is increasing for an   
opt - out system similar to Spain.

The average cost of a transplant is £20,000 

FALSE - it is £46,000 but this is still less than 
the average treatment cost for a person 

needing a donor which is around £25,000 a 
year. 

You can choose which organs you want to donate

TRUE - when you register there is a list to 
choose from.

Only 35% of the UK are registered to be an organ 
donor 

FALSE ðit is 26%
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You have to be over 18 to donate your organs 
FALSE ðorgans can be donated from people of 

any age but people under the age of 16 
must have there next of kinõs consent. 

Buying or selling organs in the UK is illegal
TRUE - it is a criminal offence

A donor can save more than one persons life 
TRUE ðyou can donate a number of your 

organs to different people.
Even if you are a registered donor you family have 

the final say about donating your organs
TRUE ðit is important to let you family know 

your wishes.
A steep rise in the amount of people requiring 

transplant is expected over the next 30 
FALSE it is in the next 10  years due to an 

ageing population, increases in the failure 
of Kidneys and more people being suitable 
for transplant due to scientific advances.

A case reported in the Daily 
Telegraph ïa Christian 
couple were refusing to 
allow their one year old 

daughter to receive a bone 
marrow transplant. Their 
position was that it was in 
óGodôs handsô. The judge 

ruled against them.

The Nuffield Council on Bioethics 
recommends that the NHS 

offers funeral expense 
payments to people who sign the 

organ donor register, on the 
condition that they later die in 
circumstances in which their 

organs can be donated to 
others. 

This idea is to be warmly 
welcomed. By providing an 

additional incentive to people 
already inclined to sign the 

organ donor register, it could 
enable the NHS to provide 

faster and better treatment, 
and to save many more of the 

1,000 people who die every year 
in Britain while waiting for an 
organ. It would also provide 
symbolic recognition of the 

priceless gift that organ donors 
give.
