REMEMBER 
these are when you give DEFINITIONS to KEY WORDS .

You need to decide if the answer is:
GOOD = Full correct definition = 2 MARKS (full marks)

BAD = Incorrect definition = 0 MARKS
INBETWEEN = Partially correct definition = 1 MARK



The (a) questions and answers...
What is creation?

When you make or create something

BAD =  0 marks ðcorrect = The act of creating the universe or the universe which 
has been created.

What is conservation?

Preserving the earth 

INBETWEEN = 1 mark ðcorrect = protecting and preserving the earths natural 
resources and the environment

What is stewardship?

Looking after something so it can be passed on to the next generation

GOOD = 2 marks

What are natural resources?

Coal, Oil And Gas 

INBETWEEN = 1 Mark ðcorrect = naturally occurring materials such as oil, which 
can be used by humans

What is global warming?

The increase in temperature of the Earthõs atmosphere (thought to be caused by 
the greenhouse effect).

GOOD = 2 marks
