Look at the following (a) question answers... REMEMBER 
these are when you give DEFINITIONS to KEY WORDS .

You need to decide if the answer is:
GOOD = Full correct definition = 2 MARKS (full marks)

BAD = Incorrect definition = 0 MARKS
INBETWEEN = Partially correct definition = 1 MARK



The (a) questions and answers...
What is a Just War?

A war done for religion.

BAD =  0 marks ðcorrect = a war fought for the right reasons and in the right way.

What is pacifism?

Being peaceful. 

INBETWEEN = 1 mark ðcorrect = the belief that all disputes should be settled by 
peaceful means.

What is world peace?

The ending of war throughout the whole world (the basic aim                                  
on the United Nations)

GOOD = 2 marks

What are weapons of mass destruction?

Weapons that kill lots of people.

INBETWEEN = 1 Mark ðcorrect = Weapons which can destroy large areas and 
numbers of people.

What is aggression?

attacking without being provoked

GOOD = 2 marks
