Look at the following (a) question answers... REMEMBER 
these are when you give DEFINITIONS to KEY WORDS .

You need to decide if the answer is:
GOOD = Full correct definition = 2 MARKS (full marks)

BAD = Incorrect definition = 0 MARKS
INBETWEEN = Partially correct definition = 1 MARK

Taking advantage of a weaker group.

GOOD = 2 marks

What is conflict resolution?

Bringing about peace.

INBETWEEN = 1 Mark ðcorrect = bringing a fight or struggle to a peaceful 
conclusion

What is aggression?

attacking without being provoked

GOOD = 2 marks

The answers

No because sometimes wars can be ôjustõ which means it is fought for the right reasons and in the right way.  
As long as it is fought to bring about peace and innocent civilians are not be harmed then it is not bad.

Also sometimes wars are the last resort after all other non -violent methods of gaining peace have been tried 
and failed. This therefore does not make war bad as sometimes it is the only option to bring about peace and 

to fight against things like aggression and injustice.

Yes because it is often the innocent civilians who are killed or who suffer when a war breaks out. For example 
the innocent civilians  of Darfur have murdered, raped, tortured and left homeless because of a war they did 

not choose to happen. 

Yes because war only causes killing and harm to those fighting and innocent civilians. For example 400,000 
people have been killed in Darfur, 100,000 in Rwanda and this is all because of war. 

Also war is often fought for the wrong reasons like oil.

No because what about WW2? In WW2 we defeated the German army from taking over this country and 
other countries. If it wasn't for war we would all be taking German now. Also it is the same in Iraq because if 

we didn't fight there I think there would be more terrorists and things like 9/11 would be happening 
everywhere.
