equal rights for black 

people during the apartheid 
(where black people were 
legally inferior to white 

people) in South Africa in 
1994.

The Black Anglican 
Concerns Committee 

helps Christian 
organisations to develop 
anti -racist programmes 

and gives ethnic 
minorities opportunities 
to play an active r ole in 

the church.

The Catholic Church has 
spoken out against 
racism saying... ò...it is 
incompatible with Godõs 

design.ó
