The UK is seen as multi - ethnic society as it is made up of many different races, 
cultures and nationalities. 

In 2001 87.5% of the UKõs population were White British. An increase in 
immigration between 2004 and 2006 has seen an increase in ethnic minorities, 

especially from countries who have recently joined the EU such as Poland. 

Over the years many people in the UK have welcomed the advantages a multi - ethnic 
society brings, while others struggle to accept this leading to RACISM and the 

mistreatment of ethnic minorities.

Today's lesson will look at the ADAVANTAGES and DISADVANTAGES that 
comes from living in a multi -cultural society, as well as looking at what the 

Government is doing to promote COMMUNITY COHESION . 



The UK has always been a mixed society with 
Celts, Romans, Saxons, Danes, Normans and 

Vikings.



The UK has always believed in human 
freedom and offered asylum to those 

suffering persecution. 
For example the European Jews escaping 

Hitler in the 1930õs.



In the Nineteenth Century the UK built an overseas empire around the world. In 
return for living under British rule, citizens from the empire could settle in the 

UK. 

The empire became known as the Commonwealth as nations gained independence from the 
UK - during this time many people immigrated to the UK.



Many men from the 
Commonwealth fought in 
the Second World War, 

in fact more people 
from the Commonwealth 
fought than those from 

the UK.

After the war the UK 
called upon members of 
the Commonwealth to 

help rebuild Britain. In 
return they were 
offered housing, 
employment and 

residency in the UK.
