Do you think sex outside marriage is wrong?
Give TWO reasons for your point of view. (4 marks)

I think sex outside marriage is wrong because when you get married you 
promise to only have sex with the person you married.

This might lead to the couple splitting up or not being able to trust each 
other again. 

Also if you have sex outside marriage you could end up having a baby with 
two parents who aren’t married to each other. 

Christianity says this is wrong because having parents who are married 
means the family is more secure.
